Bill Newcomb attended the meeting to ask the Commission to amend the Sign Ordinance allowing a LED sign for the purpose of displaying gas prices.  The Current Ordinance only allows LED signs to be used for Time & Temperature.  Bob Johnson made a motion to amend the Ordinance.  Fred DeWitt seconded the motion.  Bill Newcomb also asked the Commission to amend the Sign Ordinance by allowing  an increase in the size of proposed free standing sign.   Fred Dewitt motioned to approve the amendment.  Bob Johnson seconded.  All voted in favor.  See attachment (Ordinance No. 407 Series 2008). 

Two Quotes were received for the 07/08 Audit.  Fred DeWitt made a motion to accept Brown & Company’s bid of $3800.00 without a single audit and $4800.00 with a single audit.  Ruth second the motion.  See Attachment.

Discussion was held about the use of banners for advertising by Businesses and Non-Profit Organizations.  The consensus of the board was that we continue to follow the County’s Sign Ordinance.

Water & Sewer Department

Fred DeWitt informed the Board that he received some complaints about the Water being shut off throughout the City when the Contractors disconnected the old water line to connect the new one.  He stated that his main concern was that the Schools were both without water without proper notification.  He has talked to Tim and the contractor about the problem and in the future proper notification will be given, as long as the situation will allow it.

Linda provided a letter to the Commission from Rural Development stating that they will allow the City to withdrawal $25,000.00 from the subject reserve account to cover the cost of the line extension from St. Catherine and Main Street to Lyons Station Road.

Recreation Department

Joanie informed the Commission that 4 Lifeguards have been hired and 3 have already completed their training.  The 4th Lifeguard is currently in training.  

Street Department

A Quote was obtained from Mago Construction for the Paving.  Due to only $6000 being budgeted street paving was tabled at this time.  Quote is attached.
