NEW HAVEN BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

FEBRUARY 25, 2007

Present were the following:  Fred DeWitt, Bob Johnson, Ruth Faulkner, Michael Wolf, Tony Higdon, Tellie Mahoney, Jackie Ritchie,  Keith Bartley, Tim Bartley,  Larry Moore, Brother Michael Burgess, Maynard Wimsett, Joanie Corbin, Harold Bowling, Charles Mattingly, John Ray Ball, and Linda Mattingly.  Mayor Cecil was unable to attend due to a previous commitment.

The meeting opened with the pledge.

Mayor Pro Tem Fred DeWitt called the meeting to order.   He asked if anyone had business that was not on the agenda.  Maynard Wimsett wanted to know how people felt about the proposed new rock quarry in Nelson County.  Maynard said that a meeting was scheduled Monday, February 25 at 9:00 to here comments.

The Minutes of January 28, 2007  were approved on motion of Bob and second of Ruth.

New Business

Tellie Mahoney  appeared before the Commission to ask for an extension to repair sewer leaks.  The consensus was to grant an extension for the repairs due to the weather and economic reasons.

General Administration

Monthly Mayor’s Report—This was discussed (see attachment).  Bob made a motion authorizing Mayor Cecil to apply for a Land and Water Conservation Grant for park improvements.  Michael seconded the motion.  All voted favor.

January Financials and February Bills were approved on motion of Ruth and second of Bob.

Bulky Item Pick up bids were received.  Harold Bowling bid $2495 for entire pickup and Russell Jackson bid $2400 with the city providing all dumpsters and dump fee.

Bob made a motion to accept Harold Bowling’s bid at $2495 and Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.  The pick up is scheduled for March 25-31.

Board of Adjustment Appointment—Bob made a motion to reappoint Julia Coy to the Board of Adjustment Planning Commission.  Ruth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Railway Museum T-21 Resolution, 7001 Series 2007 was approved on motion of Bob and second of Ruth.  All voted in favor.  This resolution authorizes the city to act as sponsor for the Kentucky Railway Museum for T-21 monies.

Distinguished Principal Award—Ruth made a motion to approve the Commission signing a letter of recommendation nominating Mark Thomas, New Haven School Principal, for National Distinguished Principal Award.  Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Water and Sewer Department

Chlorine Meter Report—Keith reported that he was able to find the chlorine meter for around $360 not the $2946 that was originally quoted.

Refrigerator for Sewer Samples—This was purchased for $100.

Sewer Leaks—The remaining few residents who have not repaired sewer leaks to date were discussed.   Tim will bring a report to the next meeting concerning how extensive the leaks are.

Rescue Truck # 2—The fire department no longer has need of this vehicle so the water and sewer department will use it.  It will have to be transferred from the fire department to the water and sewer department.

Recreation Department

Park Entrance and Gate—John Ball reported that the Nelson County Vocational School would make the park entrance arch for $600, a gate for the entrance for $350.  Bob made a motion to pay these two amounts for these two items for material costs as well as a $250 donation for their labor.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

Dugouts—The drainage issue at the Optimist Field Dugouts were discussed.  Tim said he would look at them.  Michael said he would try to get some prices for laying the blocks for dugouts for the Paul Mattingly Field.

Lifeguard Applicants—Ruth made a motion to hire the following upon Michael’s recommendation:  Samantha Koch, Katie Brown, Anna Humphrey, and Emma Noe.  

Fred seconded.  All voted in favor.

League Sign Up Form—These were distributed to the Commission requesting input if any changes need to be made.  Sign ups will be held in April.

Street Department

Street Lights at New Haven School—Ruth expressed concern about the lack of light for the cross walks at New Haven School.  The consensus of the Commission was to let the School Board address this issue.

Police Department

Dare Program graduation will take place at both schools this Wednesday and Thursday.  

Adjournment—The meeting adjourned on motion of Ruth and second of Bob.
