The meeting was called to order and the pledge to the flag was recited.

The Minutes of December 20, 2007 were approved on motion of Freddy and second of Bob.

Guests-

Jennifer Johnson appeared before the meeting to discuss two issues.  She was upset with drainage at her house on Maxie Court.  Since Kentucky Railway Museum has built tracks on the rear lot adjacent to her house, Johnson said their yard front and back is flooded every time it rains.  Tessie asked Tim to talk with Greg Matthews of KRM about resolving the issue.  Johnson also expressed concern about speeding on Maxie Court.

Bereavement Committee—Michael said that he had met with KU, Springfield Contracting, Happy Cahoe and Tim.  To install the new service underground, an additional charge of  $347.76 will be added to the initial bid.  Also Springfield Contracting suggested upgrading the heaters to 20 KW heaters for an additional cost of $1243.93.  The total cost of HVAC will be $15082.85.  The Bereavement Committee asked for permission to install Cabinets on the upper wall in the concession area near the refrigerator, put coat hangers in the entrance hall way and put a mirror in the restroom.  The consensus was that this was fine.  Freddy made a motion to hire Springfield Contracting for $15082.85 in install a new HVAC system.  Ruth seconded.  All voted in favor.

Judy Osbourne and Lois Wimsett came to the meeting to show the Board of Commissioners the quality of water they were receiving.  The water was very dirty.  To alieve this problem the guys have been flushing the water line on Main Street until the new line is installed.  Freddy made a motion to excuse the water part of the bills for customers in this area that have had dirty water, in other words provide free water to these customers.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

Old Business:

CNH4 Filming was discussed.  The consensus of the Commission was that efforts would be made to have the guys cover the office during periods that the clerks need to be out of the office to film at area schools.

Zoning Amendments—After have the First Reading last month, Jan Johnston contacted the City to put this ordinance on hold at this time.  Ruth made a motion to table the Ordinance Amendment and Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

Delinquent Business Licenses—The delinquent licenses that were discussed last meeting have all been paid.

General Administration

December Financials and January Bills were discussed and approved on motion of Freddy and second of Michael.  

First Reading of  Ordinance #404 Series 2008 was approved on motion of  Ruth and second of Michael.  The amendment refers to discontinuing business operation for non-payment of  Business License, Temporary License Fee, and Season License.

Freddy gave the 2007 New Haven Volunteer Fire Dept. Report.  Ruth made a motion to approve payment of  $1566 for training and runs.  Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor except Freddy who abstained.

Water and Sewer Department

The Main Street Water Line replacement is scheduled to begin next week.  

First Reading of Ordinance # 403 Series 2008 was approved on motion of Freddy and second of Ruth.  Wording was changed slightly from property owners to services.  

Meter Tampering—The system has a customer here in the City who has a leak and turns the meter off and on to keep usage down.  Larry will talk with this customer.  Customers are not allowed  to tamper with meters in this manner.

Recreation

New Regulations for Fishing at the Lake—Larry reported that the Division of Fish and Wildlife has changed regs.  The lake is not Catch and Release anymore.  

Lifeguards—Michael announced that it is time to advertise for lifeguards for the pool in order for them to obtain certification during spring break.  Consensus was to go ahead and advertise.

Crumb Rubber Grant –Freddy made a motion authorizing Mayor Cecil to execute the application to apply for this grant.  Bob seconded.  All  voted in favor.

Police Department—Larry reported that  the DARE Program has begun at both schools.

All the Welcome Signs have been installed.

The meeting adjourned on motion of Ruth and second of Michael.
