The meeting opened with the pledge.

The February 25, 2007 Minutes were approved on motion of Freddy and second of Ruth.

Guests

Bryan Hurst and Scott McMahan—representing Little League Football addressed the Commission.  Bryan said that they wanted to introduce themselves to the new Commission members.  They thanked the Commission for their past support and outlined plans for the upcoming year as well as improvements to the multi-purpose field adjacent to the city lake.  They are planning a one-day football camp in June.  Linda will check with KLC concerning insurance issues for the event.

Lake Entrance—Alfred Lewis, Ron Marlowe, and Susan Lampkin attended the meeting to discuss getting entrance through the lake gate when their entrance, which is 110 Main Street, is flooded.  The driveway floods whenever the river gets up.  The consensus of the commission was to allow entrance to the property through the lake when the 110 Main Street entrance is flooded.
Leslie Bartley Residence—Mike Watkins who lives at this residence at 284 St. Catherine Street attended the meeting to complain about the adjoining property, which had a dog and chickens and garbage.  Watkins said the smell from the garbage and other things were creating a nuisance to his property.  Property owner Charles Mattingly said he would take care of this matter.

Jeremy Smith-Bardstown Little League—attended the meeting requesting use of the Paul Mattingly Field for Pitching Machine for 7 year olds during April.  The field they were supposed to play on is still under construction at Dean Watts Park.  The consensus of the commission was to allow Bardstown Little League use of the field during April.

General Fund

February Financials and March Bills—These were approved on motion of Ruth and second of Freddy.

Tables for Barry Hall—Freddy made a motion to purchase 10 tables and 80 chairs for Barry Hall.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

Sound System—Three prices were obtained for a sound system for the City.  (See Attachment)  Michael made a motion to purchase a Behring sound system for $679.99.  Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.  Michael made a motion to purchase a CD changer to be used with the system.  Fred seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Budget Workshop—Consensus was to hold this meeting April 15, 2007 at 6:00 P.M.

Rubber Mulch—Three prices were obtained for this product.  (See attachment)  Michael made a motion to purchase rubber playground mulch from Martin Tire Operations for $5,748.  Freddy seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.  $2,275 of this amount will be recovered due to a Safety Grant with Kentucky League of Cities.

Iron Horse Festival—Freddy reported that the committee needs assistance with the parade.  Consensus of the Commission was for Mayor Cecil and Ruth to co-chair the parade.

Water and Sewer Department

Sewer Leak Report—Tim reported that most everyone has repaired his or her sewer leaks.  There will probably be only two to three who are unable to make the necessary repairs.  This will be discussed and acted upon in future meetings.

Water Line Replacement Park Avenue and North 1st Street—The Division of 

Water has given approval for this project.  

Recreation Department

Park Entrance and Gate—Michael reported that archway has been installed at the park entrance.  The gate is here but has not been installed.

Dugouts—Michael reported that he had obtained two quotes for dugout construction.  Stephens Masonry bid $1.25 per block or approximately $700.  White Masonry bid $1.75 per block or approximately $950.  Bob made a motion to hire Stephens Masonry for the job.

Dumpster—Lengthy discussion was held concerning location of dumpster.

Police Department—Larry reported that he had just completed the Eddie Eagle Gun Safety Program for K-3rd grades.  He also submitted a list of citations that had been issues during the last month.

Neighborhood Block Watch—Mayor Cecil suggested trying to get this program going here in New Haven.  Larry said he would schedule a meeting to see if there is enough interest.

Executive Session—Michael made a motion to go into executive session to discuss possible litigation and Bob seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.   Freddy made a motion to return to regular session.  Bob seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Michael made a motion to have a special meeting April 1, 2007 at 6:00 P.M. to discuss possible litigation.  Bob seconded.  All voted in favor except Freddy abstained.  

Freddy made a motion to adjourn and Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.
