NEW HAVEN BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

NOVEMBER 26, 2006

The following were present:  Mayor Cecil, Alan Thompson, Chris Ayers, Ruth Faulkner, Fred Mouser, Annie Masterson, Tony Higdon, Fred DeWitt, Keith Bartley, Tim Bartley, Joanie Corbin, Larry Moore, Charles Mattingly, and Linda Mattingly.  

The meeting was called order and the pledge to the flag was recited.

The October 22, 2006 Minutes were approved on motion of Alan and second of Fred.

General/Administrative Business

October Financials and November Bills were approved on motion of Ruth and second of Chris.

Bucket Truck—Mayor Cecil had received a letter from Jim Lemieux, Nelson County Engineer, proposing two options for the City’s bucket truck.  One, to purchase the truck and the other option to have access to the truck at all times if the county provides  insurance and maintenance for the truck.  The consensus of the Commission was to keep the truck.  However, the County could borrow the truck occasionally provided that the truck was not kept for an extended period of time.

The Christmas Parade is scheduled for December 3, 2006 and plans are being finalized.  To date $550 in donations have been received.

Home/Business Decoration Contest—The consensus of the Commission was to limit the contest to Door Decorations for homes.  The businesses will be judged by overall appearance.  Judging will take place December 10-17.   Winners will be announced December 18, 2006.

Fire Truck Update—The new truck has arrived at a cost of $182,597.   The truck still needs to have the radio installed, which should be completed this week.

Barry Hall Floor-A price will be obtained to strip and wax the floor at Barry Hall with periodic buffing to follow.

City Parking Lot—Discussion was held concerning others using the City Parking Lot, mostly Postal workers.  Tim will talk to the Postmaster.

Safety Grant—The Kentucky League of Cities informed Mayor Cecil that we had been awarded a safety grant for the park.  This is a matching grant for $2275.  This will be used for playground shock absorbing material to replace existing mulch. This will probably be completed in the spring.

The Annual Firefighters Dinner will be held January 13, 2007 at the Firehouse.

Business License Amendment—The City Clerk asked if the Commission would consider changing the license fee for Massage Parlors/Therapy and Tatoo 

Artists.  The consensus was to check with other cities to see what they charge.

More information will be forthcoming.

December Meeting—Fred made a motion to change the December meeting to December 17, 2006.  Ruth seconded the motion.  All  voted in favor.

Water and Sewer Department

Manhole Repair—Alan made a motion to pay Custom Concrete $350 to repair a manhole on First Street near the apartment four-plex.  Ruth seconded.  All voted in favor.

Recreation Department

Entrance to Park—Alan drew up a plan for the planned archway entrance.  This will be given to John Ball so he can obtain a price from the Nelson County High School welding class.

Street Department

Trees on Third Street-Tim reported that this issue is in the process of being solved.

Agreement for Additional Paving Funds—Alan made a motion approving the resolution adopting and approving the execution of Municipal Road Aid Discretionary Bond Fund which will completion of paving of 5th Street and 3rd Street and the Ball Park Loop.  Fred seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Police Department

Dare Program—Larry reported that the Dare Program will begin December 6 at New Haven School and December 7 at St. Catherine.  No funds have been received to date for this fund.  The DUI simulation is scheduled for December 15 for 8th graders from both schools.

Patrol Car—Nelson County Sheriff Mike Newton wrote the Commission a letter stating he would purchase the 2002 Police Cruiser for $14,000.  Larry reported that a new vehicle could be purchased from Paul Miller Ford with equipment for $25,850.97.   Mayor Cecil asked if three sealed bids had been obtained for this quote.  Larry stated that the bid he had obtained was lower than state contract price.  Fred made a motion to purchase the new car pending the opinion from Chase Law Center concerning the procurement process.  Alan seconded.  All the commissioners voted in favor.  Mayor Cecil opposed.

Adjournment—Ruth moved for adjournment and Alan seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 7:30 P.M.
