Board of Commissioners Meeting

November 15, 2007

Present were the following:

Mayor Cecil, Bob Johnson, Fred DeWitt, Michael Wolf, Ruth Faulkner, Joanie Corbin, Larry Moore, Keith Bartley, Ronnie Rust, Fred Hagan, Lydelle Abbot,

Mayor Cecil called the meeting to order at 6PM and the pledge was recited to the flag.

The Minutes of October 28, 2007 meeting was approved by a Motion made by Ruth Faulkner and second by Fred DeWitt with the correction added concerning the Pool/Park Fringe Benefit.  Fred DeWitt stated that he said the Employees would be able to use the facilities per request.

Old Business –

One bid was received for the Barry Hall HVAC.  Springfield Contracting bid the project as follows:  A copy of the bid is attached.

General Administration –

The October Financial Reports and November Bills were approved by Fred DeWitt and second by Michael Wolf.

Christmas Parade – A report was made informing the commission of the progress made for the Christmas Parade.  Local Sponsors have donated $600 towards the Christmas Activities.

Mayor Cecil gave an update on the Welcome Signs.  She reported that the signs would be completed by February 12.

Mayor Cecil reported that she received a bid for new Banners.  She informed the commission that KRM will be donating $1000 towards the purchase of these banners.  

A copy of the bid is attached.

Chief Moore stated that the Flag Pole in front of City Hall needs to be taller.  The consensus of the Commission was to talk to Mark Johnson to see if he had the material to extend the pole. 

Bereavement vs. Barry Hall Rental - Edith Reiter, a representative of the New Haven Bereavement Committee wanted to know if the Bereavement Committee had priority over rental of the building.  The consensus of the Commission was that the Bereavement 
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Committee would have precedence over Rentals.  The Renters’ Contract will reflect the new stipulations.  Edith requested that a contract stating policy regarding the 

Bereavement Committee and Barry Hall be wrote up and recorded.  The contract will be prepared for the next meeting. 

Mayor Cecil reported that Ashley Hettinger wrote a letter asking the City to participate in a Recycling Program.  Tessie asked Maynard to check with Judge Watts to find out if New Haven Residents could participate in the County Recycling Program.  A report will be made at a later time on this matter.

Mayor Cecil informed the Commission that she had received a letter from Linda Ain – stating that her new rate would be $200 per hour.  The Board decided to table this matter until Linda Ain could attend a meeting.

An email from Janet Johnston,asking the City if they were going to adopt the new Commercial Establishments Design Standards Ordinance.  The Consencous of the Board was not to accept the Ordinance.  

Water & Sewer Department

Water Project Report - Fred DeWitt gave a report stating that the City is currently waiting on permits to proceed with the replacing of the water line on Main Street.  When the permits are obtained, the project will be ready to be bid.

Automatic Meter Read System Report – Keith reported that he and the representative from C.I. Thornburg read about 480 meters in an hour and a half.  He also stated that several of the meters were not activated, so therefore they could not be read.  

C.I. Thornburg is sending someone out on November 19 to activate these meters.

Keith also reported that there were about 30 meters that were not changed out because the properties are vacant.  A motion was made by Ruth Faulkner to remove the 30 meters that were currently residing at properties that were not using the City Water Services.  

A second was made by Bob Johnson.

Street Department

Chief Moore asked the Board if it would be okay for the Knights of Columbus to erect signs in the City Limits.  The Board agreed that it would be fine as long as the signs were put on their own metal poles.

Kirkpatrick Heights – Fred DeWitt reported that Tim Bartley is to check with Mago to find out what the current cost would be to pave the road in Kirkpatrick Heights.  If the

current cost is higher than $30,000, he feels that the City should raise the amount of the Letter of Credit that David Howard has with the City.
