The meeting was called to order the pledge was recited.

The November 19, 2009 Minutes were approved on motion of John Ray and second of Bob.  

General Administration

The November Financials and December Bills were approved on motion of John Ray and second of Jerry.

Freddy announced the annual Firefighters Dinner would be held January 16 at 7:00 P.M.

Kentucky Railway Museum, Executive Director, Greg Mathews informed Mayor Cecil, that the original 2009 Tea-21 funding request has changed and a new application will have to be submitted.   Freddy made a motion approving a resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute all documents pertaining to TEA-21 grant monies.  (See attachment)  Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

Water and Sewer Department

Tim reported that the first phase of the Sewer Rehab Project is nearly complete.  One of the major concerns related to blacktop for repairing all the streets torn up during this phase of construction.  The blacktop fee has been withdrawn from the original contract and will be completed in the spring as a separate contract between the City and the successful bidder of blacktop/repaving.  Grant funds will be used to pay for repaving.  Freddy reported that Hilltop needs to be widened and that this a prime opportunity for the City to widen this street at a fraction of the cost, should the city pave and widen Hilltop as one its annual projects.  We could widen Hilltop for around $8,000 if we work in conjunction with the repaving related to the sewer project.  The monies could be borrowed from the General Fund and repaid the next fiscal year from Municipal Aid monies.  The consensus was to proceed with this project next spring.

Tim reported that R. L. Harrison wants to be paid before monies are released on next month’s pay request.  Bob made a motion to amend the 2009/2010 FY Budget to reflect the additional $30,000 that is needed to pay Harrison.  (See attached ordinance amendment)  Jerry seconded.  Bob, Jerry, John Ray, Freddy and Mayor Cecil voted to approve the Ordinance Amendment.

Bob made a motion to pay R. L Harrison Paving upon completion of work for patching provided that it is approved by Lincoln Trail for reimbursement and the actual work meets approval of Tim.  John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.

Mike Bray Sewer Repair Bill—Mike had presented a bill for $150 for reimbursement for cleaning out his sewer line, which he felt, was on the City sewer.  The policy states that once proof is obtained that a sewage blockage is on the City sewer, the City would pay for all costs incurred to alleviate the situation.  No proof has been given to date.  The consensus of the Commission was that once sewer rehab begins in this area (Second Street) we would know where the blockage was and will act accordingly.

Street Department

Freddy reported that he had been working with Joe Grider from HMB to obtain funding to repair and construct sidewalks through the Safe Routes to School Grant.  We have been informed that no monies will be available for the 2010 funding cycle.

Complaints have been received concerning the person delivering papers criss-crossing traffic.   Corey said he would talk with the paper deliverer. 

John Ray made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation.  Freddy seconded.  

John Ray made a motion to return to regular session and Bob seconded.  

Mayor Cecil reported that no action was taken as a result of executive session.

John Ray moved for adjournment and  Jerry seconded.   All voted in favor.
