Dooley Mattingly addressed the Commission regarding scheduling a Jakes Day for Kids at the Park.  The Central Kentucky Wild Turkey Federation sponsors this event annually.  The day would consist of fishing in the city lake, possibly lunch at the park, and then move to the Gun Club on Albert Willett Road for afternoon events consisting of shooting skeet and archery.  The event is tentatively scheduled for June or July.  John Ray made a motion approving the event and use of the park and Freddy seconded.

Jamie Mattingly representing the Bethlehem Athletic Department requested use of the park to practice baseball for the upcoming season.   John Ray made a motion approving use of the field and Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.

FYI Comprehensive Plan-The Commission received information from the Planning Commission informing them of the plan of reviewing the Comprehensive Plan for the county and corporate city limits.

Tim asked the Commission to consider an increase in insurance payments for city employees in the upcoming budget.

Sewer Department

Sewer Project Update—Phase II of the project is scheduled to begin when the weather improves.  

Freddy reported that an ISO Inspections are scheduled for late this year.  The Fire Flow could impact insurance rates within the city.

Recreation Department—Jerry made a motion to advertise for lifeguard positions and John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.

Street Department

Tree Removal—Two quotes were received on tree removal on High Street to enable widening of the street.  R. L. Harrison bid $700 and Vittitoe bid $1650.   Freddy made a motion to have Harrison remove the tree at a cost of $700 and John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.

Police Department

Corey requested that the Commission consider the possibility of allowing him to become part of the County Special Response Team.

Executive Session—Freddy made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation and John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.   Bob made a motion return to regular session and Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.  No action was taken as a result of executive session.

Adjournment—John Ray moved for adjournment and Jerry seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 7:30.
