NEW HAVEN BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

JANUARY 28, 2007

The following were present: Mayor Cecil, Freddy DeWitt, Michael Wolf, Ruth Faulkner, Bob Johnson, Larry Moore, Joanie Corbin, Tim Bartley, Keith Bartley, Charles Mattingly, Karl Lusk, Tony Higdon, John Kirtley, Maynard Wimsett,  and Linda Mattingly.  

The  meeting was called to order and the pledge was recited.  

The Minutes of December 17, 2006 were approved on motion of  Ruth and second of Bob.

The Minutes of January 7, 2007 were approved on motion of  Ruth and second of Michael.

New Business

Rules of Order—The attached policy was approved on motion of Fred and second of Ruth.  All voted in favor.  The policy could be used as a tool to conduct a more efficient meeting and help the meeting progress in an orderly fashion.

General Administration

Financial Reports and Bills—Ruth made a motion to approve December Financials and January bills on motion of Fred and second of Ruth.

Business License Amendment—The First Reading of Ordinance  No. 396 Series 2007 relating to Fortune Tellers, Massage Therapy, Psychics, and Tattoo Artists  was held last month.  After lengthy discussion, Fred made a motion to deny the second reading and Bob seconded the motion,  All voted in favor.

CNH Church Services—The City had another request to air area Church services.  The consensus of the Commission was to refrain from airing these.

Calendar of Events—The upcoming events were discussed.  (See attached list)  Mayor Cecil suggested that a budget be presented for each project.

Clubhouse Rental—The clerk reported that various inquiries have been received concerning clubhouse rental that would allow for alcohol use during the rental.  Linda had checked with KLC   (the liability insurance coverage) concerning these issues. The City is covered for use of alcohol on City property.  (Not sale of alcohol).  Ruth made a motion to allow use of alcohol for clubhouse/park rental and changing the deposit for the rental from $50 to $200.  The rental fee shall remain $100.  Bob seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.  Michael said he would take care of the key issue involved with the rental.

Bulky Item Pick Up—The consensus of the Commission was to advertise for quotes for the Pick Up that is normally scheduled for late March or early April.

2006 Annual Fire Department Report—Fire Chief DeWitt presented the annual report with for runs and training for 2006.  The total cost was $1428.  A bill for the annual dinner was submitted for $448.31.  Ruth made a motion to pay these two bills and Michael seconded.  All voted in favor except for Fred who abstained due to apparent conflict of interest.

Entrance to Lake—The clerk asked for clarification on the policy of  using the lake road to the house located at 110 South Main Street.  The consensus was that no admission through lake road will be allowed.

Kirkpatrick Heights Subdivision—Thoroughbred Builders who own this subdivision had agreed to furnish a performance bond with a $30,000 letter of credit to insure that they would pave the subdivision street and install sidewalks for this area.  The letter of credit has expired.  The clerk asked the Commission how they wanted to address this issue.  The consensus of the Commission was to contact the city attorney to have her contact Thoroughbred  Builders to see what date they are projecting  for completion.  

Water and Wastewater Department

City Truck # 2—The City truck that was damaged by deer versus vehicle, December 9, has been repaired by Wilson Bros. in Bardstown.  The cost to the city was the $500 deductible.

Quarry Loop Waterline Extension—Eric and Johnie Head have requested an extension to the Quarry Loop Waterline.  This project has been approved by the Division of Water.  Upon completion, the extension will belong to the City provided that all requirements are met.   

SX21179015 and SX21179009—Ruth made a motion approving  authorizing Mayor Cecil to sign all related documents for the two listed projects for $300,000 and $600,000 respectively.  Michael seconded the motion.   All voted in favor.  These two projects are for sewer rehabilitation.  

Returned Check Policy—Fred made a motion approving the attached Water and Wastewater Department Policy.   The only change being that all checks (not only water bills) are subject to returned check fee.  Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Work Orders for Water and Wastewater—Consensus of the Commission was to require the water and wastewater employees to use work orders upon recommendation of Fred.  The work orders would consist of meter read-ins and read-outs, meter change-outs etc.

Chlorine Meter—Keith reported that the inspector from Columbia Division of Water was here Tuesday, January 23 to inspect the Wastewater System.  We were informed that the City would be required to purchase a new chlorine meter that will detect lower levels of chlorine for the effluent flow.  One price has been received from Hach for the meter of $2,946.10.  Bob made a motion to purchase a Chlorine meter after checking prices further.  Ruth seconded.  All voted in favor.

Refrigerator for Sewer Samples—Fred made a motion to purchase a new refrigerator for the sewer samples for approximately $200.   Ruth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Smoke Test Alternatives—The clerk asked the Commission how to proceed with Smoke Test Results for service lines.  She reported at approximately 80-90%  of the customers have responded.  Linda said attorneys have conflicting views on the legalities of pursuing this issue.   The consensus of the Commission was to proceed with final  letters to those residents who have not responded to the initial letters of request to repair sewer leaks.  Linda reported that 90 % of residents with problems have repaired those leaks.  

Recreation Department

Lifeguard Applications—The consensus of the Commission was to advertise for lifeguards for the 2007 season.

Street Department

Riverview Cemetery Drive—Discussion was held on who was responsible for keeping rock on the road.  The Commission agreed that it was the County’s responsibility.  Maynard Wimsett said he would talk with Judge Watts about this matter.

New Street Light—Charles Mattingly requested  that a street light be added on St. Catherine Street.  Ruth made a motion authorizing the city clerk to contact Kentucky Utilities to request a light be added this area as well as adding lights at the park near Barry Hall.  Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

Police Department

Dare Budget—Mayor Cecil asked Larry about the budget for the Dare Program.   Larry said to date he has spent $700.  Mayor Cecil said that Larry had originally estimated spending $500.  Larry responded that he had received more donations than anticipated for this program.

Budget Amendment—Ruth made a motion approving the second reading of Ordinance #395 Series 2007.  This amendment was necessary to incorporate the police car purchase in the 2006/2007 Fiscal Year Budget.    Fred seconded.  Ruth, Bob, Fred, and Michel voted in favor of the ordinance.  Mayor Cecil abstained.

Police Car—Mayor Cecil said she was upset because the car was not delivered in the time frame that was originally stated.  She said the commission was told that the car would be complete when it left Paul Miller Ford.  Since this was not the case she felt the Commission was misled.   Larry said that the total cost of the vehicle should be $25,400.

Adjournment—Ruth moved for adjournement  and Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.  

Meeting adjourned at 8:30.
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
