Mayor Cecil called the meeting to order at 6:20 P.M.  

The December 20, 2008 Minutes were approved on motion of John and second of Michael.

Doris Rust addressed the Commission concerning the thru/way between 181 and 183 Main Street.  She was concerned about the excessive amount of traffic using this as a through street.    One entrance/exit is on Lyons Station Road and the other entrance/exit is on Main Street.  This is an existing city alley/street.  Rust inquired if the alley could be closed.  Bob said that he owned a piece of property that would be land-locked if the alley was closed permanently.   He said he would have no objection to putting railroad ties across the alley to close it temporarily.  Fred made a motion to check the legalities of closing the alley before doing so.   John seconded.  All voted in favor.

Les Webb, a resident at 390 1st Street, attended the meeting to address the issue of the sewer rates being 100% of water charges.  He said this was unfair since all water used does not enter the sewer system.   Webb was informed that the sewer rate was set by ordinance per requirements by Rural Development who holds the Bonds for the sewer loan.

Marshall Brown owner of Tops by Marshall  attended the meeting at the request of Don Cecil.  Brown submitted  a quote of $375 for plastic sides for the Trolley.  John made a motion and Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

David Nalley, representing the Rolling Fork Iron Horse Festival Committee, addressed the Commission concerning upgrading the electricity at the Park.   The Festival Committee intends to move all Festival activities to the park for 2009.  The electricity will have to be upgraded.  The existing 200 amp service would have to be replaced with a 400 amp service.  The existing service is very old and dangerous.  The estimated price for the project is $6000.   The Festival Committee requested financial assistance for this project.   The consensus of the Commission is that the City would probably help but wanted more information.

General Administration

The December Financials and January Bills were approved on motion of John and second of Fred.

The Bereavement Committee had requested a light over the serving table at Barry Hall.     The Committee would incur all costs related to the light. The consensus was to allow this. Michael will check with the Committee to finalize this project.   Discussion followed concerning the $400 plus monthly electric bill that had just been received.  A programmable thermostat was suggested.  The consensus of the Commission was that a policy for Barry Hall use regarding the Bereavement Committee needs to be implemented.  Approximately four (4) times a year the City has functions at Barry Hall.   The Bereavement Committee would not have access at those times.  The Committee will be invited to the next Board of  Commissioners to discuss this issue.

The 2008 Fire Department Activity Report was approved with the payment $1047 for training and runs on motion of John and second of Fred.  (see attachment)

The Federal Trade Commission requires that all utilities develop an Identity Theft Program.   John made a motion to adopt  the City of New Haven Identity Theft Program Policy. (see attachment)  Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Recycling Trailer—It seems that the recycling program has been such a great success that the trailer is constantly running over.  The county will only change out the trailers one time per week.  Mayor Cecil suggested that Maynard Wimset  discuss this issue with Judge Watts.  Another issue concerning the trailer is that one of the Post Office employees has been parking next to the trailer preventing the county driver from hooking up to the trailer.  Tim said he would discuss the parking issue with the Post Office employee.  

The Firefighters Appreciation Dinner will be held Saturday, January 24 with Happy Hour at 6:00 PM and the dinner at 7:00 PM.

Land and Water Conservation Grant—Deadline for grant applications is March 1, 2009.  Mayor Cecil suggested that the Rolling Fork Iron Horse Festival Committee, Football Board and City come up with suggestions for the grant application.

Martin Luther King Day—Tim requested that the city award the MLK Holiday to City employees since all other local government entities receive this holiday.   The request was denied.   

FYI-John Ball’s Info—John presented information that he had received during the Kentucky League of Cities Elected Officials Training.  
FYI--Nuisance Complaint/1st Street—Joe Cambron, Code Enforcement Officer for Nelson County  wrote a letter to the property owner at 401 North First Street requesting that this property be cleared of all the rubbish, trash, etc.

Water and Wastewater Department

Sewer Upgrade Report—Plans for the upgrade have been submitted to Frankfort for approval.

Request for Qualifications—John made a motion to advertise a Request for Qualifications in order for the City to obtain for future water projects.  Michael seconded.  

All voted in favor.

Maintenance Operations Manual—the Division of Water requires this.  A couple of years ago Steve Capps from Kentucky Rural Water offered to write this manual  for the City for a fee of $500 to $1500.  The Manual has not been completed.   Bell Engineers offered to compose this manual for $5000.   Half that amount would be refunded if Bell Engineers were chosen for a future project.  The consensus of the Commission was to contact Kentucky Rural Water to see if they would help with this issue.

Parking Restriction Ordinance—Ordinance  # 410 Series 2009 (see attachment) was approved on motion of  Bob and second of  Michael.   Roll call resulted in a unanimous vote of approval.

The request for Gravel for Old Water Tank Bus Turn  has been take care of by the Nelson County School System.

Street Lights for Kirkpatrick Heights Subdivision—Tim reported that subdivision rules within the County Planning Commission do not include installation of streetlights unless specifically noted.  Michael made a motion to install two lights in this subdivision.  Fred seconded.  All voted in favor.

The $30,000 Letter of Credit with Thoroughbred Builders-David and Virginia Howard was discussed. Tim had discussed this issue with Logan Spalding.  Spalding said if the City tried to make Howard pave the street in Kirkpatrick Heights Subdivision as well as put in the sidewalks, Howard could just pay the letter of credit and the $30,000 would not be enough to finish the project.  The consensus was to contact Jan Johnston to see what the City’s options are concerning finishing the sidewalks and street for the subdivision.

Police Department
Bob reported that Corey was off today and did not attend the meeting.  Bob said things were going well with the Police Department and we now have an officer who is visible.  

Bob made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.   Bob made a motion to return to regular session.  Michael seconded.   All voted in favor.  Mayor Cecil report that no action would be taken as a result of the executive session.

Mayor Pro Tem—Bob made  a motion authorizing Mayor Cecil to appoint someone as Mayor Pro Tem.  Michael seconded.   All voted in favor.  Mayor Cecil appointed Bob Johnson as Mayor Pro Tem due to his availability during the day.

City Attorney—Bob made a motion to advertise for a new City Attorney.   Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

Adjourn—John moved to adjourn and Bob seconded.   All voted in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM.
