Old Business

FYI- Marvin Mouser has been paid $100 for crop damage that occurred during the Sewer rehab.

Mike Bray has been paid $150 for sewer repair that occurred late last year.  

Jake Day at the park that has been postponed due to a conflict with July 17 being Bluegrass Games Weekend.

Humane Society of Nelson County wrote a thank you note concerning use of the park for the Rabies Clinic and CNH4 featuring the Pet of the Week.

The Minutes of May 20, 2010 were approved on motion of John Ray and second of Freddy.

General Administration

May Financial and June Bills—These were approved on motion of Freddy and Jerry.  The Springfield Heating and Air bill will not be paid at this time.  The bill was incurred as a result of work being done on the AC at Barry Hall.  Lengthy discussion followed concerning this bill.  John Ray made a motion to pay the bill ($1,307.50).  He later withdrew his motion.  The ceiling in the kitchen area is damaged once again.  The excuse given this time for the damage is condensation from the diffuser in this area.   In November, the ceiling fell and the excuse was that a drain line had been broken when someone stepped on it.  The AC unit is still not working properly.

Budget Ordinance—The second Reading of Ordinance No. 416-2010 was approved on motion of John Ray and second of Jerry.  (See attached)  Commissioners Ball, Nevitt, DeWitt, Johnson and Mayor Cecil voted in favor.

Budget Amendment—Second Reading of Ordinance No.  414 Series 2010 was approved on motion of John Ray and second of Bob.   Mayor Cecil, Commissioners Ball, Nevitt, DeWitt and Johnson voted in favor.

Insurance Quote—Freddy made a motion to purchase the City’s 2010/2011 Property and Liability Insurance from Argonaut Insurance Company for $20112.20 and our Workers Comp Insurance from Kentucky League of Cities for $7024.00.  Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.

Local Cable Number—Per the City’s Franchise Agreement with Time Warner has requested that the City forgo the requirement of listing a local number for Cable Service.  The consensus of the Commission was to keep the requirement for the local number.

FYI Comprehensive Plan—The Commission received a Comprehensive Plan Update Schedule.   This plan is required to be updated every 5 years.  The Planning Commission will hold a joint working session with the City Commission July 15 at 6:00 PM.

Water and Sewer Department

Sewer Project Update—Progress meeting was held Wednesday, June 16, 2010.  See attachment.

A T & T Fiber Optic Line—Currently the A T & T Fiber Optic Line is currently located above the sewer line on School Street.  A T & T wants $20,000 to move the fiber optic line.   The consensus was to contact the City Attorney for advice.

Water Rate Ordinance—The second reading of Ordinance No. 415 Series 2010 was approved on motion of John Ray and second of Jerry.   Mayor Cecil, Commissioners DeWitt, Johnson, Ball, and Nevitt voted in favor.

Recreation Department—Playground Inspection was discussed once again.  Repairing the dugouts located near Barry Hall was discussed.   Tim is getting prices for this repair.

The Trolley needs to be repaired.  The transmission is leaking.   Prices will be obtained for the next meeting.

The Park has recently experienced vandalism.  Bob made a motion to get a camera to place in problem areas.  Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.

Mayor Cecil announced that she would not be seeking re-election in November.

John Ray made a motion to adjourn and Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.
