NEW HAVEN BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

JUNE 25, 2006

The meeting was called to order and the pledge was recited.

The May 28, 2006 Minutes were approved on motion of Fred and second of Ruth.

Rezoning Ordinance No. 39 Series 391—After discussion Alan made a motion to approve the Planning Commission’s recommendation for Rezoning Request #2200.  Fred seconded the motion.  Fred, Alan and Tessie voted in favor and Ruth and Chris voted against.  Alan made a motion approving first reading of Ordinance No. 391 Series 2006 and Fred seconded.  Alan, Fred and Tessie voted in favor and Ruth and Chris voted against.  Motion carried.

Text Amendment Zoning Regulations—Articles #4 (Board of Adjustment) and #16 (Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance) were approved on motion of Alan and second of Chris.  All voted in favor.

May Financials and June Bills were approved on motion of Fred and second of Alan.

Audit Quote—Brown and Company bid the City Audit for 2005/2006 for the same price as last year at $3000 and if a single audit is required the fee would be $3800.  Alan made a motion to approve this bid and Ruth seconded.  All voted in favor.

PEG Channel is up and running.  The consensus of the Commission was that the staff was doing a great job taking care of this project and that the Channel was an asset to the community.

Nelson County Search and Recovery Team had requested use of the pool for training and recertification.  Ruth made a motion approving the team using the pool for 4 nights in July.  Alan seconded and all voted in favor.

Dog Problem on Main Street—Frances Lafollette complained about the dog situation on her property.  She wanted the owners to keep their dogs off her property.  Mayor Cecil suggested she call Nelson County Animal Control for assistance.
Executive Session—Alan made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel discipline issues.  Fred seconded the motion.  Alan made a motion to return to regular session and Fred seconded.

Water and Sewer Department

Lights for Truck—Tim requested LED lights (safety lights) for the City Truck at a price of $595.  Chris suggested looking for cheaper lights.

Shoring and Trenching Equipment-The consensus of the Commission was this equipment was needed.  Tim will research the best way to resolve this issue (whether to buy equipment or to outsource leak repairs).

Recreation Department

Concession Stand-Bathroom Doors—The doors have been installed and this project is nearing completion.

Electrical Optimist Report—John Ball reported that he had installed two new plugs for use at the Optimist Concession Stand.

Brian Hurst said that the lower field has been worked on and is almost ready for seed.  Rumbly Tumbly will donate $50 toward the seed and Fred DeWitt will donate the rest of the cost.  175 pounds of grass seed will be needed.  Hurst reported that he should be able to obtain the straw that would be needed.  He also reported that he had obtained prices for fences for the lower park.  The lowest price was $5100.  Linda was going to contact Judge Watts for assistance.

Street Department

Park/Maxie Court Drainage—Tim reported that Hibbs  had  checked  this area and will

have a report on this area in the near future.

Signs-  Eight signs have been stolen in the last few days.

Police Department—Larry reported that a Neighborhood Night Out has been planned for August 1 from 7:00 to 10:00 at New Haven Firehouse.  Food and entertainment will be provided.
