The Minutes of February 18, 2010 were approved on motion of Freddy and second of Jerry.

Nicole Pinkston addressed the Commission concerning a city clean up (litter, etc.)  She said she would like to organize a group to complete this project monthly within the city.  She also felt that there was a need to assist seniors with the upcoming Bulky Item Pickup.  Some seniors would need assistance in getting items curbside.  Nicole wanted to organize a group to complete this task as well.  Mayor Cecil commended Nicole for her ideas and the consensus of the Commission was for Nicole to proceed with the project with the City’s sanction.
Philip Mouser, Candidate for County Clerk spoke to the Commission asking for any support and outlined ideas he would implement into the Clerk’s office should he be elected.

Angela Culver, Candidate for Magistrate, District No. 1 introduced herself to those present and asked for their support and for the chance to represent this area in County government.

Bryan Hurst, representing New Haven Youth Football, spoke to the Commission.  The group has installed gates at the entrance and did away with the cable.   Spring Practice is taking place for the next two weeks.  This is for middle school students in preparation for Fall Football.  The football building has passed the electrical inspection.  An effort will be made to improve drainage on the field.   The Football Organization would like for the City to purchase material for a plank fence adjacent to Park Avenue.  Posts will be installed near the 31 E entrance to prevent 4-wheeler access.  Bryan has been working with Frank Hall and Dr. Lantz to obtain bleachers from the Nelson County Football Field.  Bob made a motion to request the bleachers for the football field and accept ownership responsibility associated acquiring the bleachers.  Insurance coverage will have to be checked in order for the City to be covered for the new bleachers.  Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.

Greg Mathews, representing Kentucky Railway Museum spoke about Tea-21 Funding.  The 2008 contract has finally been approved which will amount to $470,000 in funding with KRM matching 26% of that amount.   These monies will be used on the field adjacent to 1st Street where the historic turntable will be located when all drainage issues have been addressed.  The second contract is for $380,000 with 28% KRM match.  These monies will be used for track work and bridgework over the Beechfork River.  Future projects include main drain repair, restoration and repair of equipment, and construction of a Display Building (Roundhouse) for meetings, displays, storage, etc.  Thomas the Tank will be coming the first two weekends in June.   This summer KRM will be sponsoring a Venturing Program for Boy and Girl Scouts for eight to twenty kids.

General Administration

The February Financials and March Bills were approved on motion of Freddy and second of Bob.

Bulky Item Pickup—One quote was received from Harold Bowling, Jr. for $1,999.99.  Bob made a motion to accept the quote and Freddy seconded the motion.   All voted in favor.  The Pickup will take place April 18-24.

AUDIT QUOTE—Two quotes were received.  Brown and Company bid $4800 for the regular audit and  $960 additional if a single audit is necessary.  Smith and Company bid $3750 for the regular audit and an additional $1500 if a single audit is necessary.  Freddy made a motion to accept the Smith and Company quote of $3750 for the 2009/2010 Audit.    Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.

Easter Egg Hunt—The city hunt scheduled for April 3 at noon at the City Park.

Schedule Budget Workshop and Candidates Speakup—Mayor Cecil asked that Linda schedule the workshop and candidate speakup for sometime in April.

Water and Sewer Department

Tim reported that Phase II has begun.  Five manholes have been replaced to date.  Tim said that he would have prices for paving for the next meeting.

Tree Removal Update—Linda reported that the resident on high street where the tree was removed took exception to the fact that she has not been notified before the tree was taken down.  Freddy said if anyone else complained have them call him.

Recreation

Lifeguards—Jerry reported that we had nine applicants for the lifeguard positions and the applicants were interviewed.  Jerry recommended hiring back the four lifeguards who worked last year, Lauren Downs, Brooke Bryan, Katie Reid and Tyler Mahoney.  Bob made a motion approving the recommendation and Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.

St. Joe 7th and 8th Grade Games—FYI –Five dates have been scheduled for baseball games at the Park.  (See attached list.)

Drag for Little League Field—Jerry said that a drag is needed for the ball fields.  He said that one could be obtained for $75.  Corey said he had a drag that he would bring over.  Freddy made a motion to purchase the $75 drag if Corey’s didn’t work out.  Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor. 

Police Department

Investigative Class—Corey requested permission to attend an Internet Investigative Class in Orlando, Florida in May.  The commissioners suggested that he try to find a class closer to New Haven.   Bob made a motion to allow Corey to attend the class if no other location is found.  Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.

Jerry moved to go into Executive Session to discuss pending litigation.  Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.  Bob moved to return to regular session and Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.  No action was taken as a result of Executive Session.
