The February 21 Minutes  and the March 2 Minutes were approved on motion of Freddy and second of Michael.

Ronnie Norman, representing the New Haven PTO, spoke to the Commission concerning an upcoming dance for all area 8th Graders.  He requested use of Barry Hall for no fee.  He said that he would pay the deposit.  The date requested was April 25.  Mayor Cecil suggested having the dance under the Pavilion.  Ruth made a motion to allow use of Barry Hall for the requested purpose.  Bob seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Steve Willard, HMB Construction Manager,  for the Main Street waterline replacement, spoke to the Commission about extending the project to Lyons Station Road  instead of stopping at St. Catherine Street.   Additional monies for the project would be approximately $22,000.  A Project Profile has been submitted naming this area as part of the Project.  If  the Project Profile is approved in the future, the City could recover the costs expended for the extension.    Bob made a motion to approve the 420-foot extension to replace existing water line from St. Catherine Street to Lyons Station Road and to authorize Mayor Cecil sign the contract for the project. Ruth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.   Ruth made a motion to request that Rural Development  allow the City to use the Depreciation Reserve Savings for this project.  If permission is not granted then Mayor Cecil is authorized to execute all pertinent documents to obtain a loan from Town and Country Bank for $22,000.  Michael seconded the motion  and all voted in favor.

Tim reported that Joe Burns from Kentucky Rural Water Association  has finally begun the Flow-Monitoring for the manholes in the sewer system.

General Administration

February Financial Reports and March Bills were approved on motion of Freddy and second of Michael.  

The Second Reading of the Budget Amendment was approved on motion of Ruth and second of Michael.  Bob, Michael, Ruth, Freddy and Tessie all voted in favor.

One bid was received for the Bulky Item Pick Up.  Harold Bowling, Jr. bid $2480 to conduct the pick up.  The price includes disposal.   Freddy made a motion to hire Bowling for this job.  The pick up will be conducted April 6 through April 12.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

Retaining Wall Adjacent to Newcomb Oil Property—Newcomb Oil has agreed to construct this wall during construction of the new building.

Easter Egg Hunt—This is scheduled for Saturday, March 22 at noon at the park.

Michael Burgess, the minister at New Haven Baptist Church, who started the New Haven Wado Ryu Karate, is leaving New Haven and returning to Tennessee.  The consensus of the Commission was to present him with a resolution thanking him for his service to the community.  This will take place April 2, 2008 at Barry Hall.  (See attached)

Budget Workshop—The Commission agreed to have this workshop on Thursday, May 1 at 6:00 P.M.  Worksheets will be sent to the commissioners when available.

Freddy made a motion to advertise for bids for the 2007/2008 FY Audit.  Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

Barry Hall Clean Up—Freddy made a motion to pay Fred Mattingly $25 per week to clean the Barry Hall Meeting Room and restrooms and to pay $50 whenever the meeting room needs mopping and waxing.  Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

Recreation Department

Lifeguards—Michael recommended hiring Lauren Downs as the fourth lifeguard.  Bob made a motion to approve the recommendation and Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.

Recreation Leagues—Bob made a motion to allow Michael to conduct the leagues and adjust the fees as needed for the summer leagues.  Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.

Chemicals for Lake—Ruth made a motion to approve purchase of chemicals for the lake to control algae.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.   Freddy said that the Fire Department would have the lake stocked along with a grant from Fish and Wildlife.  If more fish were needed for the Family Fishing Day, the City would restock at that time.

Police Dept.

Larry reported that the D.A.R.E. graduation was held at both schools that day with 78 students having participated.

Ruth moved for adjournment and Bob seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 7:30.
