Mayor Cecil called the meeting to order and Joanie led the pledge to the flag.

Mike Zoeller representing the Nelson County Joint City/County Planning Commission spoke to the Commission concerning the shortfall of revenue for the Planning Commission due mainly to the downturn in the economy.  Two ideas presented to increase revenues are to increase the fee charged to the individual/developer applying for permits for construction, etc. or to increase the annual fee to the governmental bodies within the county.  Zoeller indicated that the Planning Commission was exploring all options and seeking input for various parties.  The Planning had made cuts to hours of operation and staff.  Zoeller said that at some point the Planning Commission would like to know what the City Commission’s input would be toward increasing revenues for operation.  After Zoeller left the meeting, Freddy said that he felt that the City should absorb the increase (2% increase of annual fees paid by the City).  The other Commissioners concurred.  Freddy then made a motion to that effect.  John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.

Robert C. Ryan, CPA attended the meeting to discuss the possibility of obtaining the upcoming audit for the city.  Mayor Cecil appointed a committee consisting of Bob, Jerry and Linda  to check the references of the two companies who submitted quotes for the audit.  Freddy made a motion authorizing the committee to choose the auditor for 08/09 FY based on the reference check and Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.

Residents from East Center Street attended the meeting to find if anything further could be done to alleviate the dirty water that residents are experiencing in this area.  Kate Guthrie, Margie Tucker, Tanya and Michael Laveigh felt that it was unfair for them to pay for water they were unable to use.  John Ray explained that the chemicals put into the water system to clean the water lines created the condition.   The City of  Bardstown who sells the water to us, is required to use these chemicals as part of the Clean Water Act upon advisement by the  Division of Water.  The chemical causes a breakdown of the sediment or deposit that has accumulated over the years inside the pipes.  Out side of replacing the waterlines in this area, the only option the City has at this point is to flush the lines frequently.

Scott Weakly attended the meeting to request permission to hold a fundraiser for Max Dickerson on May 29 and 30.  He said he was planning a volleyball tournament and corn hole tournament.   John Ray made a motion to approve the request and Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

Scott McMahan attended the meeting to report on the Football Association’s progress on the building.  Progress had been a little slower than planned due to the excessive rainfall in the last few months.  Hopefully the building will be completed by July 15 when practice begins.

New Haven Youth Football Association Agreement with the city was discussed and approved on motion of Freddy and second of Bobby.  All voted in favor.  (See attachment)

The April 16 Minutes, May 8 Minutes, and the May 17 Minutes were approved on motion of Bob and second of Jerry.  All voted in favor.

General Administrion

Light at Barry Hall—John Ray took exception to the fact that the City approved having the light installed by a contractor after approval had been given to purchase materials needed and he had volunteered to complete the task.  Bob said that the light had been requested several months ago and the Bereavement Committee wanted to know when the project would be completed.  The Commission last month approved the installation and no further discussion was necessary.

April Bills and May Financials were approved on motion of John Ray and second of Freddy.

The Second Reading of Ordinance 410 Series 2009 (Budget Ordinance)  was approved on motion of John Ray and second of Bob.  Bob, Freddy, John Ray, Jerry and Tessie all voted in favor.

River Log Jam—Linda reported that information has finally been received relating to this project.  A Project Agreement would have to be signed and at that point fourteen days (14) would be allowed for completion of the project,  the consensus of the Commission was to discuss this with Jack Wimsett and Louis Cahoe to see if all requirements could be met to receive the $12,000 allotted for this project.

The consensus was to sell the tractor and mower to the high bidder-Donald Holbert and the 3-point hitch to Harold Bowling, Jr.

Code of Ethics Update—John Ray had requested this and said this needed to be reviewed and updated every five years.  Linda said she had discussed this with the Northern Kentucky Law Center and all ordinances needed to be reviewed and if needed updated (amended0 every five years.  Bob said he had read the Code of Ethics Ordinance and didn’t feel any changes were needed at this time.

Family Fishing Day—John Ray wanted to know the date for this event.  Freddy reported that it is tentatively scheduled for the 1st Saturday during fall break.

Brochures—Freddy made a motion to purchase 5000 of the City brochures for a cost of $800.  John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.

Water and Sewer Department

Sewer Upgrade Bids—John Ray made a motion to accept Contract B-1 Sewer Replacement low bid of $294,530 submitted by Scott & Ritter, Inc upon the recommendation of HMB and to reject all bids for Contract A-1 Sewer Rehabilitations also upon the recommendation of HMB.  (see attached letters).  Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.

John Ray recommended hiring Ky Rural Water Association to televise 3000 feet of sewer to determine their condition at a cost of 85 cents per foot.   Freddy made a motion to that effect and Jerry seconded.  All voted in favor.

The Second Reading of Ordinance #411 Series 2009 (Water Rate Increase) was approved on motion of Freddy and second of Bob.  Bob, Freddy, John Ray, Jerry and Tessie voted in favor.

Sewer Leaks—Approximately three residences here in the city have not repaired sewer leaks that were determined two years ago during smoke testing.  The consensus of the Board of Commissioners was to send these homeowners certified letters requesting that these repairs be completed within thirty days.

Water Deposits—The City Clerk informed the Commission that the City is losing money due the water deposit not covering the bills when renters leave (renters who have water, sewer, and garbage).  Currently the deposit is $100.  Ideas to consider:  raise the deposit or have the owner (not renter) responsible for the water bill.   This issue will be discussed at a later date.

Wayne Donahue Meter—Tim reported that the meter for Wayne Donahue located on Joe L. Cissell’s property has been covered with dirt by Cissell.  Tim said that he couldn’t locate the meter at this time.   The consensus of the Commission was to notify Cissell and request that he locate the meter since he had dirt brought in and covered the meter.  

Recreation Department

Summer Leagues—Linda reported that the recreation leagues were scheduled to begin June 8 and games would be played on Monday and Tuesdayevevings.  Someone is needed to run the concession stand.

Pool—The pool is scheduled for opening June 3.

New Haven School parent Bridgett Cissell had requested use of Barry Hall for the 8th Grade Dance May 29.  The consensus of the Commission was to deny this request since other activities are scheduled for the park that weekend.

Street Department

South Main Speed—Several complaints have been received in this area relating to the speed of vehicles coming into the City from this area.  Bob said he would check with Cory Holbert to see if we could obtain Traffic Speed Display from the Highway Department.

Sidewalk Repair—Freddy distributed a list of sidewalk repairs needed.  Bob made a motion  to obtain bids once Freddy prepares the specs and John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.  

The consensus of the Commission was to send a letter to Sherwood Inn and Kentucky Railway Museum requesting that their trees be trimmed to allow for pedestrian traffic.

Street to be Paved 09/10 FY—Freddy suggested waiting until sidewalks are repaired and then deciding which street/streets need to be repaved.

Bob made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation   John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.

John Ray made a motion to return to regular session and Jerry seconded.  No action taken as a result of executive session.

John Ray made a motion to adjourn and Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.
