MAY 20, 2007

NEW HAVEN BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Present were the following:  Mayor Cecil, Bob Johnson, Freddy Dewitt, Ruth Faulkner, Michael Wolf, Betty Wimsett, Helen Hall, Edith Reiter, Eloise Howard, Totsie Boone, Tony Higdon, Charles Mattingly, Tim Bartley, Keith Bartley, Joanie Corbin and Linda Mattingly.

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. and the pledge was recited.

The April 22, 2007 Minutes were approved on motion of Fred and second of Ruth.

Barry Hall-Bereavement Dinners—Members of the St. Catherine Bereavement Committee requested use of Barry Hall for Bereavement Dinners for the Community.  A lengthy discussion followed.  Bob made a motion to allow this request at no cost and  Ruth seconded.  All voted in favor.

Water System Improvements—Bids for this project were opened on May 10, 2007.   HMB Engineers recommended that the city accept the low bid of $93,650 from WHF Inc.  Fred made a motion to accept this bid and Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Radio Read Meter System—Bids for this project were opened on May 10, 2007 as well.  The low bid was $121,442 from H D Waterworks Supply.  The other bid was from C I Thornburg for $138,744.  HMB Engineers said that H D Waterworks Supply did not meet specifications for the bid.    Fred made a motion to award the contract for the system to C I Thornburg for $138,744.  Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Sewer System Improvements—Tim reported that a flow level system was needed for Pump Station # 1 to measure flow in order to make improvements to the sewer system.  Bob made a motion to purchase the system at a cost of $2713.00.  Michael seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

FYI—Tim reported that when Bardstown emptied one of its tanks this past week, the City’s customers on 31E ran out of water.  When the guys checked the Vittitow tank that had emptied as a result,  they found that the roof was rusted.  C I Thornburg has been contacted concerning this repair that will be required.

General Administration

Rezoning Ordinance—Michael made a motion approving the First Reading of Ordinance #399 Series 2007 relating to Rezoning Request #2231 for Kentucky Railway Museum from R-1C to I-1M as recommended by the Joint City Planning Commission.  Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

April Financials and May Bills were approved on motion of Fred and second of Ruth.

Budget Amendment #396 Series 2007 was approved on motion of Fred and second of Michael    Bob, Fred, Ruth, Michael and Mayor Cecil all voted in favor.

Budget Ordinance  #397 Series 2007 was approved on motion of Ruth and second of Fred.  Bob, Fred, Ruth, Michael and Mayor Cecil all voted in favor.

Car Show—Bob Johnson reported that he had talked with Guy Mouser concerning Center Street from Main Street to First Street being closed during the show (12-5).  Guy said that was ok with him.  This is scheduled for June 2, 2007.

Mini Grants—Linda reported that the City had received Mini Grants from the Lincoln Trail Regional Citizen Corps Council.  We received $250 for smoke detectors, $50 for Block Watch and $89.99 for First Aid Kits for the park and pool.

Audit Quotes—Two quotes were received as follows: Robert C. Ryan CPA-$5250 and Brown and Company $3500.  Bob made a motion to hire Brown and Company for the 2006/2007 Fiscal Year.  Ruth seconded.  All voted in favor.

Kentucky Crossroads Community Designation—Mayor Cecil informed the Commission that New Haven has been chosen by the Rural Heritage Development Initiative as a RHDI Crossroads Community.  After completion of  the application that addresses areas of interest for the city, the City would be eligible receive grants for beautification, etc.  Fred made a motion authorizing Mayor Cecil to submit the application and Ruth seconded.  All voted in favor.

Water and Sewer Department

Water Rate Amendment #398 Series 2007 second reading was approved on motion of Fred and second of Michael.  Mayor Cecil, Fred, Michael, and Bob voted in favor of the ordinance and Ruth voted against.  Motion carried.

Recreation Department

Pool Start Up Date—Michael reported that the pool is scheduled to open on June 2.  Lifeguard orientation will be held at 10:30 that day.

Park Policy Relating to Rental Times—The consensus of the Commission was to allow 6 hours for rental times with everyone required to be out by midnight.

Concession Stand Worker for Paul Mattingly Field—Five applications were received for this position.  The consensus of the Commission was to hire Angela Miles for the position at a rate of pay of $7.00 per hour. 
Summer Leagues Report—Michael reported that 114 kids have signed up for the leagues with an additional two teams coming from Bardstown to play.  Games will start June 4.  

Sponsor Signs—Michael asked the Commission for their opinion of sponsor signs for the fences on both fields.  The consensus was for Michael to proceed with this project with the Athletic Committee.

Gates for the Dugouts—Bardstown Fence Co. submitted a quote for putting gates on the dugout entrances and  to the field.  Fred made a motion to pay $847.30 for this work.  Ruth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.  Bob asked if the dugout fence price was less since he provided some of the material.  Linda said no.  Tim was to check into this matter.

Rock for Park—Michael reported that rock is needed for under the bleachers and around the backstop.  The consensus was to proceed with this project.

Barry Hall Concession Stand—Michael reported that he had been approached by Billy Rowlett to request that the 13/15-year-old league parents run the Concession Stand with profits going to the team.  Consensus was that this was ok pending approval by the Athletic Committee. 

Mowing—Michael reported that Tim wanted to hire someone to mow the park for 25 hours per week.  Tim said that the three city workers did not have time.  He wanted to let the person-hired use the City equipment.  Discussion followed.  No decision was made.  Bob said he would help out with the mowing.

Street Department

Paving has been completed.

Mayor Cecil read a letter she had written to the Rolling Fork Iron Horse Festival resigning as chair of the Parade.

Ruth moved for adjournment and Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.
