NEW HAVEN BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

OCTOBER 22, 2006

Present were the following:  Alan Thompson, Chris Ayers, Ruth Faulkner, Fred DeWitt, June Mahoney, Jerry Mahoney, John Ray Ball, Larry Moore, Tony Higdon, Keith Bartley,  Joanie Corbin,  and Linda Mattingly.  Mayor Cecil arrived right after the meeting was called to order by Mayor Pro Tem Alan Thompson.  Arriving later in the meeting were: Fred Mouser, Tim Bartley and Don Cecil.

The September 24, 2006 Minutes, were approved on motion of Ruth and second of Alan.

$3.00 Out of City Surcharge for Water—Jerry Mahoney approached the Commission concerning the recently enacted $3 surcharge.  Mahoney said the city was being unfair to out of city residents by making them bear the main cost of repair and maintenance for the water line.  

Alcohol Sales on New Year’s Eve—The City Clerk had contacted Chase Local Government Law Center concerning the issue of allowing alcohol sales on Sunday, New Year’s Eve.  Their response is that since we are 6th Class City the City Commission does not regulate alcohol sales.  Sales are regulated by Alcohol Beverage Control Board.  A letter will be written to Kenny Morris informing him of this.

September Financials and October Bills were approved on motion of Alan and second of Ruth.

183 North Main Alleyway—The consensus of the Commission was to see if any further problems arise concerning this alley.

Rural Heritage Initiative Group met here at City Hall on October 10 to tour the City and assess the feasibility of the City receiving Renaissance monies for city improvements.   A report from their visit will be forthcoming.

Veterans’ Day Celebration is planned for November 11 at 11:00 A.M.  The New Haven former POWs will be honored.

The Annual Christmas Parade has been scheduled for December 3rd at 4:00 P.M.  The theme is The Magic of Christmas.  A visit with Santa will follow the parade.

Home and Business Christmas Decoration Contest- The Commission will bring recommendations to the next meeting for the guidelines for the Contest.

Kentucky Railway Museum Preservation Project—Alan made a motion to approve the resolution authorizing Mayor Cecil to sign all paperwork associated with the project.  Ruth seconded.   All voted in favor.

Car/Motorcycle Show—Nearly forty vehicles came to the show.  It was a great success despite the weather.  Another show is being planned for spring.

Candidates Speak Up-- This is scheduled for November 4 at 10:00 A.M.

Fire Truck Update—Fred DeWitt reported that the new truck should be here by mid-November.  The total cost will be $183,000.

Water & Wastewater Department

Fire Hydrant—Janet Bowling called Fred DeWitt about the East Center Street Lift Station overflowing on her property.  Fred had Keith Bartley come in to check the lift station.  Janet also told Fred that the hydrant adjacent to her home was leaking and had been for several weeks.  Tim said the valve to that meter was turned off until the hydrant can be repaired or replaced.  Fred DeWitt said he needed to be personally informed with any and all problems with hydrants.

Recreation

Park Entrance—More prices will be obtained for this project.

Cub Scouts—Don Cecil reported that the Cub Scouts have requested the use of Barry Hall for meetings on Thursday evenings.  The consensus of the Commission was to allow them to use the building.

Street Department

Paving Grant—Mayor Cecil had been notified that the city would receive $16,000 in discretionary bond funds for resurfacing the remaining portions of 3rd and 5th Street as well as areas in the park.

Sidewalk Repair-Several areas of the city sidewalks are in need of repair.  More information will be forthcoming.  Mayor Cecil reminded Tim that the bridges installed by Mr. Barry need to be repaired as well.

Trees on Third Street—Tim reported that the pine trees on the east side of 3rd Street are in the right of way.  Fred Mouser said he would have them trimmed since it is his property.

Block for Storage Building at Park—Ruth made a motion to have the door there replaced with block at a cost of $100.  Chris seconded.  All voted in favor.

Police Department

Fishing Derby—Larry reported that this project was a great success with another planned for spring.

Patrol Car—Larry reported that the County would buy the 2002 Crown Vic for $14,200.  A new one can be purchased for $24,347.62.   The consensus from the Commission that the offer to buy from the Nelson County Sheriff Department be in writing.  When it is received, a special meeting will be called to discuss purchasing a new patrol car.

The meeting adjourned on motion of Chris and second of Ruth.
