The meeting opened with a pledge to the flag.

Old Business

John Ray reported that a meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 23 at 3PM with representatives from AT&T to discuss the possibility of locating a tower is this area to make AT&T cell service available in this area.  

Volleyball Court Drainage Issue—The volleyball committee received a letter requesting correction of the drainage issues at that location.  Jerry reported that he had discussed this matter with Ricky DeWitt and the drainage issue will be corrected once the volleyball season ends.

Mayor Cecil reported that she had attended a meeting at the Planning Commission concerning the regulation of Sexually Oriented Businesses.   More information should be forthcoming.

The August 20, 2009 Minutes were approved on motion were approved on motion of John Ray and second of Jerry.

General Administration

Audit Report—Stacey Commack representing Brown and Co. presented the audit report to the Commission.   She explained various parts of the audit and called attention to the Schedule of Findings and Responses.  Freddy made a motion to accept the audit and John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.

The August Financials and the September Bills were approved on motion of John Ray and second of  Jerry.  All voted in favor.

Update on River Log Jam—Linda reported that this project has been completed and the Conservation Department has reimbursed the City for $12,000 and donations were received for the City’s match ($4000).  The project is officially closed.

2009 Tax Rate Second Reading—Freddy reported that no one attended the scheduled Public Hearing for the 2009 Tax Rate with the exception of himself, Linda and Joanie.  The second reading of the 2009 Tax Rate Ordinance was approved on motion of Freddy and second of Bobby.   Bobby, Freddy, Tessie and Jerry voted in favor of the 2009 Tax Rate and John Ray voted against.  Ordinance approved.

Barry Hall HVAC Repair Bill---The City received a bill from Springfield Heating and Cooling for $471.25 for repairs to the system.  The consensus of the Commission was that the system has never operated properly and Springfield has been here numerous times over the last few months for repairs.   The system leaked in the kitchen area causing the ceiling to fall.  Tim was instructed to take pictures and obtain a price for the ceiling repairs.  Bob reported that the system is still leaking in the kitchen area.  Tim was also instructed to call Springfield Heating and Cooling and request that the system be repaired properly.  The bill was not approved for payment.

Water and Sewer 

Steve Willard from HMB reported that a change order was needed on Contract B-1 relating to relocating areas of the force main, replacing man holes, stone backfill, etc.  John Ray made a motion to approve Change Orders for HMB Project No. 4103.16.  Jerry seconded and all voted in favor.

Steve also reported that Contract A-1 will be let for bids soon and bids will be opened October 14 during the Progress Meeting.  Contract A-1 will be a sewer  replacement project.

Tim reported that during the current Sewer Rehab Project an illegal hook up was discovered at 245 Ridgeview Drive.  Linda will send a registered letter to the owner with a $400 bill for the hook up.

Recreation Department

The Commission discussed the Financial Report for all agencies/groups that use City property for activities.  The report will be sent to all agencies/groups for completion and will be reviewed by the Commission during the October meeting.

Street Department

Freddy DeWitt reported that information has been obtained regarding Driveway Entrance Culvert size.  More information is forthcoming from the county regulations.  Freddy will recommend a policy for the city requirements when all information is received.

Fundraiser Road Blocks were discussed at length.  The consensus of the Commission was that we do not allow or prohibit fundraiser roadblocks.  The Commission would hope that any organizations conducting a roadblock would conduct it in a safe manner with signs and safety vests in clear view of all vehicles.  More information forthcoming.

Police Department 

Corey requested that the City adopt a policy allowing him to have people ride with him in the City Police Cruiser while he is on duty.  John Ray made a motion to adopt a policy allowing Ride Along Program on a trial basis for six months.   Bob seconded.  All voted in favor.

Tessie made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation.  John Ray seconded.  All voted in favor.   John Ray made a motion to return to regular session and Freddy seconded.   Mayor Cecil announced that the City would be entering into  mediation with attorneys concerning the Larry Moore lawsuit September 28.  

John Ray moved for adjournment and Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.
