The meeting was called to order and the pledge was recited.

The Minutes of August 18, 2008 and September 7, 2008 were approved on motion of Bob and second of Fred.

Philip Nalley addressed the Commission concerning extending the city sidewalks 600 feet on East Center Street.  This project could be done for approximately $2500.  The consensus of the Commission was to table this project until possible spring, 2009.

Larry Holbert,  representing the New Haven Fish and Game Club, requested use of  the City’s bucket truck with an employee to repair storm damage to lights on the shooting range.   The consensus of the Commission was to allow this request if insurance carrier approves and for payment for time and supplies.

Gilbert Brown, from Brown and Company CPAs, attended the meeting to discuss the recently completed audit.  The two items addressed were better managing fixed assets and internal control.  The internal control issue is a concern to there being only two employees overseeing day-to-day activities for the city.  Brown suggested the Commission taking on a more hands on interest in day-to-day activities.  Freddy made a motion authorizing Bob Johnson as the fourth signature on the City’s checking accounts thereby allowing either the Mayor or Bob to be one of the signatures on each check issued by the City.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

Fred made a motion to accept the 2008/2009 audit.  Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

General Administration

The August Financials and September Bills were approved on motion of Michael and second of Fred.  

The Second Reading Tax Rate Ordinance No. 410 Series 2008 setting the tax rate for 2008 was held and approved on motion of Fred and second of Michael.  Roll Call vote resulted in a unanimous decision.  For the record the required public hearing that was necessary due to the City exceeding the compensating tax rate was held today, September 18, 2008 at 5:30 PM.    No one attended the hearing other than the Mayor and city employees.    Those present were Mayor Cecil, Joanie Corbin, Keith Bartley and Linda Mattingly.  

NIMS G-300 has been postponed until further notice.

Candidates Speak Up will be held October 4.   Mayor Cecil will finalize the plans and notify all interested parties.

The Rolling Fork Historical Preservation Association has scheduled a fundraiser for October 4 at the park.  The Bourbon City Brass Band will play music; a Kenny Rogers impersonator will entertain, along with other activities.

Water and Sewer Department

Sewer Upgrade Report—Tim reported that HMB is waiting for a summary report from Kentucky Rural Water concerning flow monitoring of the manholes.  HMB has indicated that they will add addresses to the preliminary plans instead of the City employees having to do this.

Recreation Department

Michael said that the Great Commission Fellowship Ministries Inc. has requested use of Barry Hall during their revival services next week, September 24 through September 28 at the park.   The consensus of the Commission was to allow use of Barry Hall during this time period provided that all previously scheduled activities are not disrupted.

Michael also reported that the Rolling Fork Iron Horse Festival Committee requested use of the small building at the lower end of the large ball field for storage.  The consensus of the Commission was to allow this.  Bob said that the City needed to look into a storage building for the park.

Tim reported that the cost to repair the John Deere tractor is now estimated to be $5000 to $6000.  The consensus was to delay this repair.

The Fire Hydrants that were due for replacement will be replaced tomorrow, September 19. 2008.

Bob Blankenship from HMB called Tim to inquire about the Land and Water Conservation Grant.  Mayor Cecil said that the application is not due until February 2009.  Tim reported that HMB is currently getting the plans together for a walking trail at the Park.  The LWCG is a matching grant.

Police Department

Bob reported that nearly twenty applications have been received for the Police Chief position.  Freddy made a motion to appoint the following to the Police Out Look Committee:  Bob Johnson, Michael Wolf, and Jerry Nevitt.   Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.  The committee will view the applications and conduct interviews and make a recommendation to the Board of Commissioners.  All voted in favor.  Bob said the committee would wait for a short time to see what develops in the Larry Moore Lawsuit against the City.  

Bob made a motion to work with Sheriff Mike Newton to obtain help from off duty county officers to assist with City policing for approximately 20 hours per week.   Michael seconded.  All voted in favor.

Tessie made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation.  Michael seconded.   All voted in favor.

Michael made a motion to return to regular session.  Freddy seconded.   All voted in favor.

Mayor Cecil reported that no action was taken as a result of executive session.   Michael moved for adjournment and Freddy seconded.  All voted in favor.
